
The Sustainable Business 
Clearinghouse is designed to 
allow you to use key terms to 

search for programs and 
resources that can help your 

business become more 
sustainable.

There are four ways you can 
search: by location, by issue, 
by industry, and by type of 

information.  You can search 
using any or all of these 

categories.



Currently, you may access 
Federal government programs 

and resources by selecting 
“All”. For information on State 
government resources, simply 

select the state of interest 
from the list.



The Clearinghouse covers a 
number of the most common 
sustainability issues, such as 
greenhouse gases and energy 
efficiency.  You can search for 

multiple items by holding down 
the <Ctrl> key while selecting 

items.

For example, with these 
selections it will search for 

sites that discuss either climate 
change or energy efficiency.



You can also search for 
information related to a 

specific industry, multiple 
industries, or information 
related to all industries.

Choose “All” in a category to 
get more results.



Within any sustainability issue, 
you can search for different 
kinds of information such as 
technical assistance, how-to 

guides, training opportunities, 
or partnership programs



You might choose “Energy 
Efficiency” and “Power 

Generation (Renewable)” as 
the issues

Let’s say you want to find 
financial help to implement a 
project to lower your energy 

costs.

“All” because incentives and 
help probably apply to all 
businesses, rather than 

companies in a specific industry

And “Financial Assistance” and 
“Tax Incentives” as the type of 

information
