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Mark Weinberger has held several high-level positions in the U.S. Federal
Government, including Assistant Secretary of the Treasury (Tax Policy) under President George
W. Bush. He was also appointed by President Clinton to serve on the Social Security Advisory
Board, and served as Chief of Staff of the 1994 Presidential Bipartisan Commission on
Entitlement and Tax Reform. Mark was also an advisor to the National Commission on
Economic Growth and Tax Reform; and a Commissioner on the National Commission on
Retirement Policy.

Mark plays an active role in the World Economic Forum (WEF), serving as a member of its
International Business Council. He co-chairs the Russia Foreign Investment Advisory Council
(FIAC) with Prime Minister Dmitry Medvedev, and serves as Vice Chair of the International
Business Leaders Advisory Council (IBLAC) to the Mayor of Shanghai. Mark is an Executive
Committee member of the U.S. Business Roundtable and chairs its Tax and Fiscal Policy
